Test Reflection  (may be typed or hand-written; separately or on the back of this page)
Look at the problem concerning volume of a cylinder (#6a on the standard test, #4a on honors).  Multiple choice questions are very difficult because they are written with common errors in mind.  For this problem, describe the mistakes made which would lead someone to choose a, b, d and e (c is the correct answer).
Bonus:  Write this on the same page as the chapter 10 test reflections.  
Test Corrections  
(optional; you will only earn credit if you turned in a completed homework portfolio)
Note that the idea behind test corrections is that you learn from your mistakes.  For each problem, begin with “the mistake I made was…”  The phrase “I had no idea what I was doing” can only be used a maximum of once per test; you generally had some sort of thought behind what you wrote.   This is especially important for short-answer (multiple choice, matching, find the angles/arcs) questions; I want you to discover where you went wrong as well as the path to the correct answer.
Some students are not receiving the full benefit of test correction points because they fail to follow these guidelines - don’t be one of them!


· The number of the problem.
· A sentence explaining or describing the mistake you made. 
· The correct solution, completely worked out, showing all work.  
Corrections made to the above specifications will earn ½ of the lost points.
