To get credit for any of this work, it must be turned in by the due date listed on Powerschool (no late work will be accepted under any circumstances; turn it in as soon as you complete it so you don’t risk forgetting it and losing credit for it).

Test Reflection  (may be typed or hand-written; separately or on the back of this page)

Write a paragraph describing something you learned from this chapter test.   You may include math skills you noticed that you need to work on, as well as general test-taking strategies which might have helped you.  You may describe successes you achieved on the test; what did you do right which you’d recommend to another student?  Was there a particular concept you now understand, having seen the correct answers to the test?  Are there questions you still have which you should work on before the next test?

Test Corrections
You are only eligible to do test corrections if you turned in a fully completed homework portfolio.  Any missing or incomplete homework disqualifies you from any extra points.
You may receive help on test corrections, but you must do the work yourself.  I am available for help periods 1 or 5, or before/after school or during lunch.  Please make an appointment to see me if you need help.  (note that I am unavailable during Activity period, but you may ask any of the other math teachers for help during that time).
** Corrections must be written up on a separate piece of paper (i.e., not on the test; you may use the back of this sheet) and turned in along with the original test.  **
To receive credit, you must follow these guidelines:

1. State the number of the problem.
2. Give a brief description of the mistake you made (explain it in a sentence, e.g., “I added 2 +3 and got 6 by accident.  I think I hit the * button instead of the + button.”)  Think carefully about your work; was there something you didn’t notice about the diagram, or a concept you forgot?
3. Show the correct solution, completely worked out, showing all work.  If the problem was a multiple choice, you must explain why the correct choice is correct and why the one you chose was incorrect.
Corrections made to the above specifications will earn ½ of the lost points.
