Statistics 1: Final Project 				Due: last day of Q2 (no late work accepted!)
Assignment: Create a “book” which summarizes the key concepts you have learned in this course.  You will have time in the computer lab to work on this book during the first week of January, during senior experience week (for non-seniors), and a day during the final week of the quarter.  Note the following requirements:
· Your book should contain 7 chapters; one chapter for each chapter 1-7 in the textbook.
· Each chapter should be 2-4 pages long.  Include illustrations, and you may use sources other than the text to illustrate a point.
· You must use, in context, at least 10 vocabulary words per chapter (use the online vocabulary lists to choose from).  These words should be somehow highlighted or bold so they stand out on the page.  For example, see the way Normal Probability Plot is defined on page 126 of your textbook.
· You should include a minimum of 1 “real world” item or article per chapters 1 through 5, to show how what we learned applies to the world beyond the classroom.  For example, a lottery ticket has a lot of possibilities for chapter 5, and newspapers and magazines are full of graphical displays such as we studied in chapter 2.  Do be wary of your source; a survey from a group such as Gallup carries much more credibility than a survey being circulated on email through a “do-it-yourself” survey website.   This may be another good use for your normal curve photographs as well!  If you can think of a good source for chapters 6 and/or 7, that would be extra credit.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]For each real-world item, be sure to describe and discuss specifically how the statistics you learned relates to the item (don’t just paste in the source as decoration!)
· Please come up with a more clever title than “Stats Book”!!
