This course will be primarily activity based, with occasional mini-lectures.  This will allow students to discover concepts on their own while exploring current data and interacting with each other and the teacher.  Technology, primarily the TI-calculator, will be used consistently to support the exploration.

Course Standards and Objectives

Formulate questions that can be addressed with data and collect, organize, and display relevant data to answer them.

Analyze, with confidence, graphs and data, using appropriate statistical methods.

Understand how statistics can be twisted to persuade people to think a certain way

Determine the level of accuracy and reliability of statistical results.

Course Requirements

1. All homework must be done in pencil and is graded in the following way: 

· Graded homework – 10 points possible (collected randomly; 1-2 problems will be checked).  
· You will automatically receive a 0 if work is copied from another student or from the answers shown in class.  You are expected to attempt every problem; if your answer is wrong, simply cross it out and write the correct answer next to it.  Answers will be available at the beginning of class or you may use the key in my room anytime.
· Late homework can be handed in the next day only. Students will receive ½ credit.

· Homework assignments are listed on PowerSchool.  You are expected to have homework up-to-date immediately following an absence; extensions will only be offered in cases of illness.

2. Twice each quarter, a Classwork grade will be given for class participation and preparation.  Students are expected to be seated when the bell rings, and then to immediately end all conversations and take out their books & homework, and begin checking their answers.  Students are also expected to participate in class and group discussions, and to listen when others are speaking.  Failure to meet these expectations will result in a “demerit;” the classwork grade will drop one grade level every time 2 demerits are earned.  Extra credit may be awarded to students who go “above and beyond” these expectations.
3. Tests can be made up during lunch or a study hall.  Quizzes can be made up if the absence is excused.   It is your responsibility to arrange for a makeup test before a planned absence or immediately following an unexpected absence.
4. All students are required to have:

a. A three-ring binder with 4-5 dividers.

b. Two sharpened pencils with a large eraser or one mechanical pencil with extra lead and erasers.

c. Graph paper (Some homework must be done on graph paper).

d. A TI-83plus, TI-84, or TI-84plus calculator.

e. Notebook paper.
