How to study for Geometry Tests  
Know the topics covered.  A good place to find a list of these is your book’s table of contents.   Use the Parent Guides at cpm.org to review topics which you’ve found difficult - there is lots of extra practice available there!
Every math test is cumulative.  Study your previous test (as you do test reflections and corrections – do corrections for your own practice, even if you’re not turning them in for credit!).  Read through the table of contents from the beginning for every test, and look up the areas you feel weak in.

Re-read all of the Math Notes in the chapter.  Add any info you have forgotten to your index card as you read.  Also re-read your Learning Log entries for important concepts.

Prepare a good note card.  Include pictures and formulas used all year through, especially those from your colored toolkits (unless you’re allowed to use a toolkit on the test).  It’s best to have the notecard handy while you work on the closure problems, so you can add information you had to look up for the closure problems.  That way, you’ll be used to using the card and it will be much more useful during the test.  You may want to include example problems as well.  Even if you never use the card, the act of making it up is a great way to study.
Review of Algebra.  By now, you should be comfortable with all of the following.  If you’re not, make an appointment with Mrs. Anderson (or Mr. Gehmen during activity period) for help!

Prepare your portfolio!  Go through your homeworks and fill in any problems you were unable to do during the chapter – doing those problems is a great way to study!  Solutions are still available on hotmath.com if you were not in class to have a question answered.

Never study by staring.  Use a pencil; cover your work and see if you can do the problem again.  You may think you can, but until you’ve actually done it, you can’t be sure!
For all tests:

NOTE:  Test corrections will only be an option for those students who turn in a complete set of chapter 3 homeworks at the beginning of class on the day of the test.  There will NOT be time given in class to assemble these homework collections; come to class with all work gathered and ready to turn in.  Every homework must be labeled (HW 3.1, HW3.2, etc) and put in numerical order (low to high or high to low) or no credit will be given for test corrections!  Every homework must be completed (so as you put together the portfolio, fill in any blanks)
